Isaiah House Recovery and Treatment Center, Nick Wren, CEO Isaiah House
Nick, talk about the Isaiah house and it is a Christ centered facility treating individuals experiencing suffering from addiction. Isaiah house has been around since 1999 and started on people experiencing houselessness. Our mission is to help people with lifelong success. Isaiah house is a Christ centered holistic approach. Isaiah house helps from inpatient 3.5 level of care and then to outpatient services. Recovery Capital is something that will help individuals reintegrate into the community. The first 48 days of the Isaiah house is simply helping retrieve sobriety. After that they entered a PHP partial hospitalization program for 4-8 weeks and then our outpatient program with intensive outpatient program. So, a total of 8 months of care. Isaiah house is pursuing alternatives for the comprehensive approach since the Medicaid billing changes. We are trying to get certified in FQHC in which we will be able to provide all around services. The Versailles center is under remodeling and once we become certified it will become an FQHC and be able to provide all services. There will be a pharmacist, dental care, and primary care. It has been a 37% reduction of insurance paying for treatment services. 

Updates from Woodford Co Jailer, Michelle Rankins, Jailer, Woodford County Detention Center
Suboxone is the worst detox and the one we are struggling with people abusing inside the jail. There was a gentleman that had overdosed last week and was in rough shape. Jailer Ranklin hadn’t encountered this individual since 2011. This individual started the Net device as our first person to try the net device inside the Woodford County Jail. This Net device can help with opiates, xylazine, meth, cocaine, and other drugs. The Net device comes twice a day and interviews as he is getting the net device. He will be completed with his treatment today and is considering going to treatment. 
Motion to fund two more net devices from the City and two from the County. Motioned by Kelly Carl and second by Lisa Johnson. All anonymously voted to agree to move forward.
This will now be presented to the Fiscal Court for approval.
